Mobility: Positioning, balance, lateral movement, agility. Smooth, powerful movement. hands and upper body stay locked (no bobbing). Recovery: Are they locked in a butterfly with full-body effort to recover, or are they able to quickly return to edges with some fluidity. Do they rotate & track rebounds?
Glove & Blocker: Looking for clean catches in the glove and rebound control from the blocker. All saves made in front of body. Stick Use: Is the stick used to direct rebounds away, block passes, or pull loose rebounds in to cover? Does goalie make smart use of poke-checks intight?
Shot tracking: Are goalies in a forward lean on the release, attempting to follow a puck mid-flight, and picking up rebounds. Is there tracking head movement when making saves? Positioning & Angles: Are they playing at top of crease and taking away max space? are their angles true and square to shooter?
Effort: Are they recovering to and competing on rebounds? Do they battle for the puck in goal-mouth scrambles and fight through screens? Additional Performance Notes: Any other notables attributes with a particular goaltender to explain or justify a score.
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
